In case you are unfamiliar, your Columbus Cancer Clinic merged with LifeCare Alliance in 2005:

· CCC merged with LifeCare to reduce costs and more efficiently provide services to the clients the clinic served

· Substantial costs savings have been realized through the merger, thus making it possible for the CCC to continue to thrive 
· The efficiencies achieved also insure that a substantial percentage of the financial support raised, through efforts like this evenings event, go directly toward supporting and providing the essential services needed by CCC clients   
· While financial and operational efficiencies were driving factors, that fact that both organizations have the same mission has made the merger more effective.  Here are some examples of commonality: 

· LifeCare Alliance has been nourishing the human spirit in the region for over 100 years providing, meals, homecare support services and healthcare services

· The Columbus Cancer Clinic provided a similar set of services meeting the needs of individuals and their families who are actively involved in a fight against cancer 
· LifeCare Alliance has been committed to serving all / not turning people away, CCC has had the same commitment toward providing services for individual and their families regardless of the ability to pay
· Both organizations were founded by a Catherine Nelson Black, the mayor’s wife,
· Ms. Black saw a need in her community and with the support of a network of friends and other healthcare professionals she launched LifeCare Alliance with the Visiting Nurse program in 1898 and the Columbus Cancer Clinic with two Physician’s Dr. James Baldwin and Dr. Andre Crotti in 1921 
As we look to the future, the LifeCare Alliance is in the middle of a major capital campaign looking to raise money to support the expansion of the agencies services. Centralizing the CCC and their healthcare staff with other LifeCare healthcare services is being explored and we believe even more efficiency will be realized. More importantly in exploring this option it appears we will be able to better serve the needs of CCC clients, cutting down transportation times and potentially expanding the impact the clinic can make in our community 

Your CCC provides direct services such as screenings, education, and support, and we like to say simply we are dedicated to prevention, detection and hope.
